It was a p1easure discussing the e1ectroshock program
with you. I have reviewed six sets of records of uniiaterai
ECT and find no bursts and oniy sma11 degrees of background
slowing. These records are distinctiy different for the
number of seizures from a simi1ar group of bi1atera1 cases.

When you have a draft of your report, I would, of course,
appreciate a copy.

When next you visit New York City, and I anticipate you
wi11 be coming for the ARNMD in early December, I wouid iike
to arrange to have you visit and go over some of our records
together. When we have had more experience, I wouid 1ike to
arrange for one of my staff to visit you and to see the simiiarities
and differences, if any, in our treatment procedures.
