Farming

How many people in the house?
2 brothers, mother, father, and 2 daughters. One daughter is 4 years and other is 2 years old.

What do you do all day?
I mostly stay at the farm.

Who makes the decision in the house?
Mostly, my father or me and my brother.

Do you have to ask your father for everything related to the house?
Yes, we do.

Do you give him the money you make?
Yes, we give it my father and when we need it, we ask him.

Do you do any prayer at the farm?
Yes. We break coconut first.

How long ago was Bhungroo installed?
About 7 months ago.

How was your land before Bhungroo?
It was completely dry.

How much land do you have?
We have around 30 acres.

What kind of crop do you plant?
Arenda, Jeera, and cotton.

Before Bhungroo, how many seasons did you plant?
Only one, and now that we have Bhungroo, we do 3-4 seasons.

How much money do you make?
Around 6-7 lakh per season.
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How many animals do you have?
7 buffaloes and 3-4 goats. I use them for the milk.

Did you have water shortage before bhungroo?
Yes, we had to walk 3 km to the next village to get water.

After Bhungroo, do you get more respect in the village?
Yes. We didn’t have any water before. I didn’t have work and other people in the village

too. Now everyone is able to use Bhungroo and they know I have money, so they all talk to me
nicely. We didn’t have water for the animals before but now we have at home.
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Did you take any loans?
Yes, we did. 4-5 lakhs.

How did you pay off the loan?
Every season, I use some money to pay it off.

This season did you plant any crop?
Yes, arenda

Did you have any problems in the house before?
No, we didn’t

Any water shortage?
Yes, we had to go to another village to get water- for the house and for the farm land.

How did you use to fetch the water?
On the bike.

When did you find out about Bhungroo?
2 years ago.

Who told you about it?
From the villagers- they talked about it.

Were you scared when they were building Bhungroo?
Yes. We put money into it, so we were scared that it might not work.
